Project Description We will work with Michael and Jan Gott teaching conversational English schools
reaching adults in selected Ukrainian cities. There will also be 2 children’s camps using the English
Language School curriculum in day camps led by Amy Pannell, Michael and Jan’s daughter.

Daily Agenda and Side Trips: Each weekday will be spent teaching three to four classes of students
conversational English and building relationships to open the door for the gospel.
