Mission Description
The Worship 360° Mission Project: Philadelphia, PA is open to all 7-12"-grade students who participate in
the Worship 360 Ministry through 2012.

Trip Requirements
1. A student cannot miss more than four (4) Sundays during the semester, February through May, and
no more than two (2) consecutive Sundays. It will be considered an absence if the student is not part
of leading worship for Sunday night worship. For excused absences, e-mail Jim.
2. The student must have completed a semester of GO! or complete evangelism training during the
semester.
The student must be serving in one of the various tracks offered through Worship 360°.
4. The student must be in “good standing” with the church and ministry and deemed as an asset to the
mission. It is a privilege—not a right.
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Ministry Opportunities
The trip will involve ministry projects in and around the Philadelphia, Pennsylvania area including:
1. Partnering with local church planters to minister to the community
2. Providing a week-long Sports Camp
3. Serving the city through local assistance centers
4. Leading worship at a local children’s home or correctional facility
*Other specific details have not been arranged yet—Jim and Aaron will travel to Philadelphia to
preview and pray over the ministry opportunities.

Accommodations

In an effort to keep the cost affordable we will be sleeping in the facilities of a sister church. We will
negotiate group rates at hotels and for meals. We are estimating $5 per meal at fast food restaurants for the
few times we will not eat at the ministry facilities (which is included in trip cost).
